For Deale Park, a residential in® ll development in Southern 
Maryland, Biohabitats worked with an ecologically savvy developer 
to protect and regenerate the ecology of the Chesapeake bayside 
landscape. Suggested strategies involved techniques that allow greater 
groundwater recharge and natural, cleansing water ® ltration like 
pervious paving, alternative driveway materials and lessened driveway 
paving, and bioretention gardens. ! ese techniques were part of a 
larger holistic approach to the site's ecology that preserved over 90% 
of the site's existing vegetation as well as increasing and diversifying a 
wetland and its vegetation.

Highlights of the community are a wild ̄ower meadow reminiscent 
of the area's farm ® elds and a stormwater system that doubles as a 
connected series of public open spaces.
