! e  Corps of Engineers, as part of the Anacostia Tidal Flats 
Reclamation project created Kingman and Heritage Island in the 
1920's. Until 1996, the National Park Service managed the islands. 
! e  45 acre Lower Kingman Island and 5 acre Heritage Island were 
transferred to the District of Columbia Government in 1996 with 
the intent of creating a children-oriented theme park, but were since 
modi® ed to focus on habitat restoration and passive recreation. 

! e  primary goal of the project is to enhance existing ecosystem 
processes and functionality while providing well designed usable open 
space for passive recreation and environmental education.  ! rough 
an Inde® nite Delivery Contract, the Corps retained Biohabitats to 
evaluate a previously prepared master plan and develop a full set 
of construction documents for the implementation of ecological 
restoration initiatives and passive recreation features.    

As is the case with many ecosystem restoration projects, the success 
or failure of the e" ort must not rely solely on the initial design, 
construction and installation, it also must include adaptable 
management strategies to ensure long term success.  With this in 
mind, Biohabitats also prepared a Natural Resource Management 
Manual that details an adaptive management regime for the long 
term management of the speci® ed restoration initiatives.
