ways within one of the city's few remaining woodlands?º

Biohabitats responded to this challenge by ® rst developing a forest 
conservation strategy coupled with an invasive species management 
plan that will ensure the woodland's future health and lower its 
maintenance needs. ! is strategy also identi® es critical trees and 
areas that should be saved when developing housing sites.

By utilizing multiple types of housingÐsingle family units, clustered 
housing and artist studiosÐBiohabitats was able to integrate a 
number of techniques that allow greater groundwater recharge and 
natural, cleansing water ® ltration like permeable paving, clustered 
parking, rain gardens, and bioretention areas, all of which not only 
increase function but also add value to the development. 

Existing homeowners were supportive of the project, in large part 
because the proposed housing ® ts seamlessly into the existing fabric. 
! e y also appreciated a unique proposal for the community open 
space that di" ered from the conventional ªpark.º Instead, Biohabitats 
modeled the space after an arboretum so that it would complement 
the existing woodland and lend to the community's sense of place.
